All students will be informed of what they will be expected to do if the school closes.

e Log on to Show My Homework to access the work for each of their lessons.
Lessons will be loaded up by 9am each day

e Students will be expected to read the information and instructions carefully and
to complete the work to the best of their abilities.

e Those students preparing for public examinations will be directed to complete
revision work and submit practice exam questions for teachers to assess
electronically

materials.

In the event of a school closure whilst Year 10 students are on Work Experience we
would cancel the work experience as there will be no safeguarding arrangements.
